As well as the 
Junior Section we run there are more people booking courts which makes getting 
time to practise at peak periods more difficult.

The cost of lessons is based upon the number of juniors that take part. There is a 
nominal court fee and the coach has to be paid. We simply divide this total by the 
number of participants, hence the prices detailed below.

Individual Lesson £26.00
Shared Lesson  - (Two Juniors) £14.00 each
Three Juniors Sharing Lesson £10.00 each
Four Juniors Sharing Lesson £  8.00 each
Larger Group Sessions £  5.00 each

Guests (Non Members) First Three lessons at the above prices 
then  fourth  and  consecutive  lessons 
attract an additional £2.00 Guest Fee. A 
good reason to become a club member .

Juniors with parents who are members can pay for lessons on account.
Guests or junior members may pay by cash or cheque made payable to MMTCC.
